• All pupils are expected to be in full uniform each day.  

• Extreme styles of hair are unacceptable. These include: unnatural colours (for 
example red/plum/purple tinted), two tone/dip-dye hair, shaved lines, shaved 
patterns, complete shaving of the head (classed as grade 1 or below), and 
any undercutting. Styles such as Mohicans, Mohawks, long spiking up of hair 
on top of the head or similar are classed as extreme styles and not permitted.
